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WEDDING WORLD

The Second Wedding World – 2008 Specialized Exhibition was held in the World Trade Center (Moscow) on March 8-10.

The exhibition was conducted jointly with the Russian Wedding Federation under the auspices of the Moscow City PR Committee, and its objective was to develop the Russian wedding market. The format of the event is B2B, and it is mainly aimed at wedding industry experts from Moscow and large regions of Russia. 
Russian and foreign participants of the exhibition united their efforts to organize an unforgettable event for newly married couples by displaying a wide range of goods and services, which are necessary for a wedding ceremony: original garments, elite fabrics, gifts and all kinds of weeding accessories as well as wedding cases and luxurious limousines. Organizers of festivals, wedding agencies, photo and video studios, beauty parlors and floristic design studios offered their services.
Wedding salons and Russian distributors presented wedding dresses of the world known brands such as La Sposa, San Patrick and Pronovias (Spain), Jenny Packham, Benjamin Roberts (UK), Matrimonia (France), Lohrengel (Germany), Oscar de la Renta (U.S.), etc. 
The Sergey Pugachev's Fashion House, whose dresses are currently considered to be as the best ones for weddings and night parties in Russia, demonstrated its new collection. Each dress by Sergey Pugachev is special and inimitable. His latest masterpiece – a dress with a bodice painted in oil by hand – was demonstrated at the exhibition. 
King Style (Israel) brought their unusual dresses to Russia for the first time. A corselet frame is visible through the transparent lace on the bodice, which gives the bride wearing the dress an elegant and charming look. The dresses are made of beautiful lacy linen of exquisite workmanship and are embroidered with beads. The corset is decorated with Swarovski crystals as well as hand-made applications.
The visitors of the Family Flowers booth could see the wonderful world of flowers, bouquets, buttonholes and decorations for wedding interiors.

Joins & Company, a large-scale wedding footwear supplier, offered classy wedding shoes decorated with original embroidery. A bride to be, the winner of a funny contest (Cinderella’s Shoe), got a pair of elegant shoes as a gift. 
The new and unusual accessories intended to create a romantic image for a bride provided by Arte di Venezia including Venetian lacy fans and umbrellas made hearts of all passing-by girls stop. 
Thanks to professional photographers from the K Studio, the young couples could get a photo to remember the event. They also could pick up a photo album to keep their wedding photos for many years at the exhibition.
The legendary Rolls-Royce Phantom, the most luxurious car in the world, provided by Auto-Premium welcomed all guests at the entrance. There were also four chic Hummers with elongated bodies and interiors that could surpass expectations of the most demanding clients.
The program of the exhibition included events for both visitors and experts.

On the first day of the exhibition, there was a bright defile where wedding and party dresses from Spanish, Israeli and Russian designers were demonstrated. 
The press conference conducted by Model Novias (Spain), a conceptual leader in the field of haute couture wedding dresses, with the participation of Antonio Vazquez, the company’s senior designer, aroused much interest among experts. The press conference was devoted to the fashion trends in 2008. 
A seminar entitled How to Organize Your Wedding Business in Regions was of interest for those who are going to set up their own business. Those who already have their own business could take part in the Promotion of Wedding Services in Regions round table.
The main event of the second day of the exhibition was the All-Russian Festival of Brides entitled On the Wings of Angels of Love…, where brides from different regions of Russia competed for the title of the Diamond Bride of Russia 2007. This year, this festival was devoted to the second wedding anniversary – so called "paper wedding," and the beautiful participants had to demonstrate their fantasy to display this theme in their wedding dresses. There was a defile and a show of love to the beloved ones, and each participant demonstrated her brightest talents to the stern jury. 
The most touching moment was the confession from one of the exhibition guests, who was brave enough to propose to his beloved one right from the stage. The sacred word "Yes" could be heard at the exhibition. 
Then the stern jury named the bride who became the Diamond Bride of Russia 2007. There were tears of joy and tears of sadness as well as gifts to cheer up those who were not among the winners.
A consultation center was established for future newly married couples to consult them on marriage contracts, mortgage loans, creation of an individual image and other issues. Consultations were provided by:

About 2,500 people from Moscow and Russian regions attended the exhibition, and the results of a sociological survey show that 55% of them are experts (representatives of wholesale and retail trade companies or shop owners) and about 35% are individuals.
